Categories

500 Wearables

The articles of clothing must be 50% quilted. This means that there must be a top, batting and backing
in the quilted areas.

900 Challenge Quilts

1100 Individual Hand Pieced and Hand Quilted

The quilt is to be at least 50 percent hand pieced and hand quilted by one person. The quilt is to be no
larger than 110” x 110”

1200 Individual Machine Pieced and Hand Quilted

The quilt is to be at least 50 percent machine pieced and hand quilted by one person. The quilt is to be
no larger than 110” x 110”.

Individual Machine Pieced

2200 Large: Machine pieced and quilted by the same person. The quilt is no larger than 110” x 110”
and more than 50% pieced.

2100 Intermediate: Machine pieced and quilted by the same person. Total of all sides greater than
1807, but less than 288” with more than 50% pieced (lap quilts, baby quilts, wall hangings).

2000 Small: Machine pieced and quilted by the same person. The total of all sides is to be less than
180”.

3100 Hand Appligué

The quilt is to be hand appliqued by one person. At least 50 percent of the quilt must by hand appliqued
and there is no size requirement. Machine or hand quilted.

4100 Machine Appliqué

The quilt is to be machine appliqued by one person with 50 percent of the quilt appliqued. There is no
size requirement. Machine or hand quilted.

Collaborative Machine Pieced

5200 Large: Machine pieced and quilted by two (2) or more people. The quilt is to be no larger than
110” x 110 and more than 50% pieced.



5100 Intermediate: Machine pieced and quilted by two (2) or more people. The total of all sides is to
be greater than 180°, but less than 288 with more than 50% pieced (lap quilts, baby quilts, wall
hangings).

5000 Small: Machine pieced and quilted by two (2) or more people. The total of all sides is to be less
than 180”.

Art Quilts

6100 Large: The quilt is to be original in design or an original interpretation of a design. It shall not be
a copy of an existing work or a commercial pattern. It may be contemporary or traditional. It can be no
larger than 110” x 110”.

6000 Small: The quilt is to be original in design or an original interpretation of a design. It shall not be
a copy of an existing work or a commercial pattern. It may be contemporary or traditional. The total of
all sides should be less than 150”.

7000 Other Techniques

This category will include techniques such as yo-yo, crazy quilt, cathedral window, whole cloth, heavily
embellished, and embroidered. The quilt can be no larger than 110” x 110”.

8000 Rookie

This quilt can be any technique, machine or hand done, but it must be done by a quilter with five (5) or
less years of quilting experience.

Best in Show

Viewers’ Choice

Judges’ Choice

At the judges’ discretion, there may be ribbons awarded for 1%, 2", 3" and Honorable Mention for each of these
categories with the exception of Best in Show, Viewers’ Choice and Judges’ Choice.

We will limit the entries to bed quilts, wall hangings and wearables that have been completed since the 2011
Showecase of Quilts.

Two (2) entries per person permitted with only one entry per category. Challenge Quilts are not counted as one
of your two permitted entries.

All entries will be judged.
All entries must be free of pins, will not be accepted in plastic bags and must be free of odors.

A small photo (3 x 5 or smaller) must be included with the entry form for ID purposes.
